Nationwide, 90% of those who do change their cwn car cil dispose
of the oil improperly. resulting in appreximately 180 Million
gallons of oil being dumped inte the enviromment through
landfills., storm and waste water sewers:. septic systems:. and
directly on the ground:. Even small amounts of ¢il in the water
table can be detected by odor and taste in the water. So what do
you do with old 0il? Well here are some options.

l]. Let the pros do it. There are several companies that
specialize in oil changes now, Let them worry about the
disposal.

2. If you would rather do it yourself. the Municipal land fill
will take up to five gallons and charge you $5.00 for doing so.
You can drop it off at the pick up station off International or
the main land fill near Eagle River.

3. If you want to do it yourself but don't want to pay to get
rid of the old stuff. Alaska Pollution Control will accept up to
15 gallons a month at no charge. In Anchorage, take it to 10620
0ld Seward near 0'Malley or they have a drop off station in
Palmer. They will accept larger volumes for a fee. For
additional information. give them a call at 344-5036 in Anchorage
or: 146-0399 in Palmer.
